He loved bridge, skiing, swimming, golfing, biking, music and 

bowling, and especially traveling. His actuarial career took him from Vancouver to 

Barbados, Toronto, Minneapolis/St. Paul and finally Seattle. 

He is survived by his parents David and Rowena, brothers Brett and Craig, and special 

friend Tove.
